Job Description: Investigate atmospheric phenomena and interpret meteorological data, gathered by surface and air stations, satellites, and radar to prepare reports and forecasts for public and other uses. 








What do Meteorologists do?


Broadcast weather conditions, forecasts, or severe weather warnings to the public via television, radio, or the Internet or provide this information to the news media.


Prepare weather reports or maps for analysis, distribution, or use in weather broadcasts, using computer graphics.


Interpret data, reports, maps, photographs, or charts to predict long- or short-term weather conditions.


Gather data from sources such as surface or upper air stations, satellites, weather bureaus, or radar for use in meteorological reports or forecasts.


Prepare forecasts or briefings to meet the needs of industry, business, government, or other groups.


Direct forecasting services at weather stations or at radio or television broadcasting facilities.
