What does a Stunt Coordinator or Performer do?
· Cast stunt people to perform actions within a scene
· Directing and choreographing complex scenes and actions
· Maintains the safety of the stunt people involved within the scene
· Coordinate with others on set, including special effects artists, makeup artists, and the director
· Adhere to specialized diets and physical training to fulfill the needs of the role
· Train in a variety of physical disciplines and activities, including weaponry, martial arts, gymnastics, driving, skydiving, swimming, rappelling and more.
